Wine Notes - 2016 Asara Vineyard Collection Cape Fusion

Cape Fusion is a unigue Cape Blend of Shiraz, Pinotage and Malbec (the Malbec is an unusual addition to the
typical Cape Blend cepage). The Pinotage and Malbec are grown in a single vineyard block at the highest
elevation on the estate in red clay soils, while the Shiraz is planted at a lower elevation in acidic, yellow
Oakleaf soils. Both soil types are well drained and produce consistently, making them the perfect foundation
for the estate’s premier bottlings. Grapes are hand-harvested, sorted and destemmed, with each
component separately fermented and then matured in French oak barrigques. The best barrels are selected
for blending just prior to bottling.
